At the end of the month, our before and after school tutoring programs will begin. We have over 85
kids participating. Our highly capable program will also begin at the end of this month. The class will
be taught by Cindy Dominguez during the “walk to read” portion of the reading block, outside core
instruction time. Permission slips were sent home last week for children who were selected for the
highly capable class. We are also in the process of purchasing Success Maker Math (computerized
intervention program). We predict it will be available for student use in early January. Research
shows a high correlation between the regular use of this program and increased student achievement.

The North Baker construction is almost complete. You may have noticed a new bus lane on North
Baker in front of the playfield. This lane will NOT be used for buses. \We will continue to have our
buses pick students up in the back of the school and parents may now use the new bus lane for parent

pick up.
